February Home Maintenance Checklist

[   ] Replace all extension cords, lamp cords and plugs that are brittle, worn or damaged. 

[   ] Make sure the light-bulbs in all home fixtures are of the correct wattage. Also 

      consider replacement with florescent bulbs for energy savings. 

[   ] Remove and replace any worn or crumbling caulk or grout in and around bathtubs,

       sinks and toilets.  
[   ] Vacuum bathroom vent fan covers. 

[   ] Clean faucet aerators and shower heads. 
[   ] Check the water hoses on the clothes washer, refrigerator icemaker and dishwasher
       for cracks and bubbles. Consider replacing your rubber washing machine water hoses

       with a braided stainless steel type that has a shut-off device. They are stocked at

       Lowe’s and Home Depot. Rubber hoses can fail even if their appearance is like new. 
       Imagine returning home to find your home flooded.
