Monthly Home Maintenance Checklist
Your home has many systems and features that require regular maintenance for personal safety and proper performance. Many of these can be performed by the average homeowner. However, unless you are totally confident in your ability to perform these or any other home maintenance, please refer to a qualified, trained individual. 
[   ] Inspect air filters monthly and replace or clean dirty filters. Consider using a quality    

       paper pleated type filter. 
[   ] Inspect fire extinguishers 
       • Check indicator on pressure gauge to make certain extinguisher is charged.

       • Be sure the lock pin is intact and firmly in place.

       • Check the discharge nozzle to be sure it is not clogged.

       • Clean extinguisher and check for dents, scratches, and corrosion.

       • Have serviced or replaced when necessary (per manufacturers’ instructions). 

[   ] Test smoke alarms with a smoke source (lit cigarette or cotton cord) held 3 inches      

      from unit. To reduce alarm time during test, blow into the unit to clear the smoke.

[   ] Test GFCI (ground fault circuit interrupter) & AFCI (Arch Fault Circuit Interrupter)   

       receptacles and breakers. http://www.cpsc.gov/CPSCPUB/PUBS/afcifac8.pdf 
[   ] Test carbon monoxide detectors according to the manufacturers instructions.

[   ] Clean lint from the clothes dryer vent. 

[   ] Test the electronic sensors and the auto-reverse on the garage door opener.

[   ] Check for and clear away vegetation and debris from around the exterior unit of the 

       HCAC system. 

[   ] Check the water heater for leaks and drain the TPR drain line if it is the type that may 

       hold water and has a line drain. 

[   ] Check the circuit breakers and fuses. Call an electrician if fuses blow or circuit 
       breakers trip frequently.
